You are warmly invited to a symposium on the future of patient and public
involvement in health care. This free one-day event will provide a forum for hearing
new ideas, sharing knowledge and forging networks with other service users, health-

care professionals and academics interested in patient and public participation.

With the election of the coalition government in 2010, patient and public involvement (PPI) in
healthcare is at something of a crossroads. On the one hand, the empowering rhetoric of the ‘Big
Society’ offers opportunities for those leading PPl initiatives. On the other, the current policy scene, and
especially the current reorganisation of the National Health Service, also poses considerable challenges
and uncertainty for involvement structures and initiatives. The question of whether new policy
imperatives will ensure more effective PPl in healthcare remains an open and crucial one.

This one-day symposium will offer a chance to take stock of these developments, hear from leading
researchers in the field, and consider the prospects for PPl in the current health care context. With time
for research presentations, open discussions and informal networking, it will bring together academics,
practitioners and patient, service user and carer representatives. It will provide a unique opportunity for
setting out a research and practice agenda for the future that addresses critical questions about the
place of PPl in current policy changes.
